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2011 Operations Review

Sales for the year ending November 30, 2011, were a near record $74.5 million
compared to $58.3 million in the previous year. Sales were up because of the increased
demand for farm inputs and consumer products. Light fuels, propane, orchard/vineyard
and crop nutrient/crop protection products all had sales increases for the year. Sales in
the Bleyhl Country Stores and Wine Country Deli were also up during the year because
of increased sales to consumers.

The sales by divisions were as follows: The Petroleum Division had sales of $35.3
million, up 24.9%; the Store Division had sales of $24.2 million, up 16.5%; and the
Agronomy Division had sales of $15.0 million; up 23.1%.

The net profit after tax for 2011 is expected to be about the same as last year’s $1.3
million. Patronage income from CHS, Inc. and Land O’ Lakes Inc. was down $271,990,
but the local profit was up for the year. The complete financial results will be presented
at the annual meeting on January 24, 2012. In 2011, Bleyhl distributed $446,625 in cash
to growers for their cash portion of their dividends and retired equities.

Bleyhl feels very positive about the 2012 farming season. The
water forecast is okay for now, commodity prices are good in
general and it appears that most farming operations have access
to the financing they need.
